Kralek Farm’s Pest Control System
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Rat Bait Program

Bait Station Layout

Houses 1 through 5 will have 2 stations each on the exterior ends of the house.  The nest box wash area will also have 2 bait stations.

PROCEDURES FOR RODENT CONTROL:

1) FARM MANAGEMENT. All vegetation, around the perimeter, should be eliminated by spraying an approved herbicide. There should be a non-vegetative two-foot radius surrounding the house. All lumber piles, old equipment, trash piles, old nests, old slats, tall weeds, etc. will be removed from around the rabbit houses. 

2) APPROVED RODENTICIDES. Only approved rodenticides should be used. Kralek Farms is on a year-round rotation with Jaguar, Hawk and Rampage rodenticides. This will help prevent resistance of any one particular rodenticide. Bait Chunx are the preferred forms of rodenticides, as they satisfy a rodent’s primal instinct to gnaw. 
3) BAIT STATIONS. 2 tamper-resistant bait stations should be placed in equal increments around the perimeter of the house. They should be staked or anchored to the ground to prevent non-target animals from removing the station. Each station will be baited with one chunk of an approved rodenticide (MSDS in appendix A)
4) RECORD KEEPING. Number each station and inspect them weekly until you have activity under control. Once they are under control, inspect stations on a bi-weekly basis. This activity should be recorded on the proper form provided by the farm manager. The goal is to identify critical control points and target these areas.

Fly Trap Program

Trap Layout

Houses 1 through 5 will have 2 traps each evenly spaced on the interior of each house.  The traps  will be suspended from the ceiling at a height unobtrusive to accessing the rabbits in their cages.

1) FARM MANAGEMENT. All vegetation, around the perimeter, should be eliminated by spraying an approved herbicide. All lumber piles, old equipment, trash piles, old nests, old slats, tall weeds, etc. will be removed from around the rabbit houses.
2) FLY ATRACTANT/TRAPS. Only approved fly traps and attractant will be used.  They will be maintained to provide the maximal trapping of flies in the houses they are located in.  Traps will be inspected weekly, kept free of cobwebs and recharged with attractant as needed.

3) RECORD KEEPING. Each trap will be numbered and inspected weekly until fly activity  is under control. Once they are under control, traps will be inspected on a bi-weekly basis. This activity should be recorded on the proper form provided by the farm manager. The goal is to identify critical control points and target these areas.

Fly Spray Procedures

Houses 1 through 5, the nest box wash area and manure holding barn will be fogged with approved insecticides using an atomizer.

PROCEDURES FOR INSECT CONTROL:

1) FARM MANAGEMENT. All ground vegetation, around the perimeter, will be eliminated by spraying an approved herbicide. All lumber piles, old equipment, trash piles, old nests, old slats, tall weeds, etc. will be removed from around the rabbit houses.  Primary fly control will consist of removing manure in intervals of no longer than 2 weeks and the maintenance of fly bait stations.  Insecticides constitute a secondary level of control. 

2) APPROVED INSECTICIDES. Only approved insecticides should be used. Kralek Farms is on a year-round rotation with Fly Killer D and Formula 66 insecticide. This will help prevent resistance of any one particular insecticide. Insecticides will be administered using an atomist fogger. 
3) RECORD KEEPING.  The time, date and amount of insecticide administered will be recorded on a proper form provided by the farm manager. Insecticides will be administered as needed based on the assessment of spot cards.  More than 25 spots per card per week indicates the need to spray as a secondary means of fly control.  The MSDS for the insecticides along with instructions for us are in appendix A.
