FOR Correct Use and Dilution for Disinfectants
5.0 PURPOSE: 
To provide for proper use of disinfectants.
POLICY:
To meet or exceed the standards set out in (USDA AWARs §3.56) 

PROCEDURES:
A. Put on safety clothing. Fill a suitable graduated container for preparation (ie bucket or bottle) with the desired volume of cold water (see individual instructions below).

B. Pour the quantity of disinfectant appropriate for the water volume and final concentration required into a measuring cylinder or beaker and then add to the water.

C. Stir the mixture to ensure even dilution, the mixture is then ready for it’s intended use. If the container is to remain in the room for day-to-day use, label it for contents and date of preparation.

D. All surfaces requiring disinfection should be cleaned of as much organic matter as possible, as it can inhibit the effectiveness of the disinfectant.

E. Each disinfectant, the concentrations and purpose for use is detailed under the specific subsection below. Liberally cover the pre-cleaned surface to be disinfected with the disinfectant solution and allow to dry. Care should be taken to avoid splashing of disinfectant.

Sodium Hypochlorite

Used at a 10% dilution, ie 500ml added to 4.5 litres of cold water.

For use on floors, drain traps, walls, ceilings and in dunk tanks.

Alcohol

Used at a 70% dilution, ie 70ml added to 30ml of cold water.

For surface disinfecting of benches, gloves and instruments.

Betadine
Used at a 10% dilution, ie 500ml added to 4.5 litres of cold water.

For surface disinfecting of wounds.

TITLE:
FOR Daily animal health check
PURPOSE: 
All rabbits shall be observed daily for clinical signs of illness, injury or abnormal behaviour by a person trained to recognize such signs.  Weekend and holiday animal observations are provided by rotating among persons that are trained to recognize such signs.
POLICY:
To meet or exceed the standards set out in AWR


PROCEDURES:


A. Observe each rabbit in every cage for mortality, signs of illness, injury or abnormal behaviour.  The Barn Log should be filled out to indicate these observations have been made.

B. If a rabbit is found dead, it should be placed in a plastic bag labelled with the cage and ear number and placed in the carcass freezer for disposal or the refrigerator for necropsy.

C. If a rabbit is found to be sick, injured or exhibits abnormal behaviour, the status of the rabbit should be determined and appropriate treatment initiated as per the veterinary care SOP.  The Veterinary Care Log is to be filled out with the rabbit’s ear number, cage number (cage number only for unweaned rabbits), the tentative diagnosis, course of treatment and finally the disposition.
